4. Open the refrigerator plug and
insert it into a wall-type socket.

system will probably produce noises,
and this is normal.

AND CLEANING

Never use gasoline, benzene or
similar substances to clean this device.

We suggest you to pull out the plug
of this device before cleaning it.

Never use any sharp grinding device,
soap, household cleanser, detergent and
waxpolish to clean this device.

Use warm water to clean the shell of
this refrigerator, and wipe the shell dry.

Add a teaspoon of sodium
bicarbonate to one pint of water, use
the solution to wash the rag, then use
the rag wrung out to clean and wipe dry
the inside of the refrigerator.

Make sure that no water enters into
lamp hood and other electric parts.

If the refrigerator is left unused for
a long term, please pull out the power
cord, take out all foods, clean the
refrigerator, and open the refrigerator
door slightly.

Check the sealing state of the door
regularly, ensure that the refrigerator is
clean and free of food particles.

If you need to dismantle the door
frame, please take out all objects inside

the refrigerator, and then, pull upward
the door framework from the bottom
simply.

Never use chlorine-contained
detergent or water to clean the external
surface and chrome-plated parts of this
product, since chlorine will make metal
surface eroded.

Do not use sharp objects and
grinding tools or soap, household
cleaning agent, detergent, gasoline,
benzene, waxpolish, etc. to clean this
product, or the seal on the plastic parts
will be wiped off, and the plastic parts
will be deformed.

Condensate water appears on lateral wall of the refrigeration room (multi-function area,
refrigeration control and variable temperature area).

2 The ambient temperature is very low; the refrigerator door is opened and closed
frequently; the ambient humidity is very high; foods containing liquids are stored in
open containers; the refrigerator door is not closed tightly; the automatic thermosister is
switched to a colder degree.

2 Reduce the opening time of the refrigerator door, or lower the utilization frequency.

> Use proper material to cover the foods in open containers.

2 Use a piece of dry rag to wipe off condensate water, and check whether condensate
water appears again.

The compressor does not work.

2 If the power supply is cut off or the plug is pulled out or inserted suddenly, the pressure
of cold media inside the refrigeration system of the refrigerator is not balanced yet, so the
protective heat of the compressor will be blown out, and the refrigerator will start running
around 6 minutes later.

2 The refrigerator is not completely upright on the ground, and will swing when being
slightly moved. You shall please adjust the elevating screws.

2 The ground is not flat or not solid enough. You shall please make sure that, the ground
is flat and could bear the refrigerator.

Crisper is jammed.

2 Itis possibly that the foods contact the roof of the drawer. You shall please arrange the
foods placed inside the drawer once again.
