TO INSTALL THE BATTERIES

1. Slide the cover to take it off.

2. Install two dry batteries AAA.LRO3 (alkaline).
The direction of the batteries should match the
marks in the case.

3. Replace the cover at its original position.

TO FIX THE REMOTE CONTROLLER HOLDER TO THE WALL

1. Choose a place from where the signals can reach the unit.

2. Fix the remote controller holder to a wall, a pillar or similar
location with the provided screws.

3. Place the remote controller in the remote controller holder.

Fresh Air In During Sleep Mode Operation (Page 26)

* By configuring Fresh Air In During Sleep Mode, the air conditioning operates the fresh air in during sleep mode
operation (while cooling or dehumidifying) when the outside air temperature is lower than room temperature.
